What’s New in J-Tools 4.0
Introduction

We are very pleased to announce the release of J-Tools version 4.0.  Building on the improvements within the latest build of Freedom Scientific’s JAWS version 12, we have created some new features to save you time and to make computing easier – something which we as a company always strive to do through our on site training to customers and with our products including J-Tools!
J-Tools already has a large number of features included within it.  This document just lists the changes in version 4.0. Our User Guide for J-Tools has also been completely updated to fully describe how to use our new features.
Suggestions for features in this release came from our J-Tools customers and our dedicated beta testing group.

Compatibility

Microsoft Office 2010 Compatibility
J-Tools version 4.0 is now compatible with Microsoft Office 2010.  This includes text selection in Microsoft Word and Microsoft Outlook.

J-Tools 4.0 therefore is compatible with:

· Microsoft Windows XP;

· Microsoft Windows Vista;

· Microsoft Windows7;

· Microsoft Office 2003, 2007 and 2010;

· Mozilla Firefox V3.5 and above.

Compatibility With Dragon NaturallySpeaking 11 Premium

J-Tools will make it possible for you to use the very latest release of Dragon NaturallySpeaking Premium (previously known as Preferred) from Nuance.  This means you can benefit from further enhancements in voice recognition technology to dictate text into e-mail messages, documents or forms on the internet.

New Features

Placing J-Tools Text Notes in the JAWS Virtual Viewer

J-Tools Text Notes allow you to reproduce passages of text into your documents, e-mail messages and web forms, saving you considerable time.  Now, you can view Text Notes in the JAWS virtual Viewer!  Easily store instructions to tasks for reading.  When you have exited the Virtual Viewer, you can always go back to the Text Note by pressing a keystroke and J-Tools will remember the last line you were reading in the Virtual Viewer and will return focus there. J-Tools Shortcuts 

Have you ever created a Microsoft Word document at your place of work and needed to save it in a specific folder which is located on a network drive several sub-folders deep?  Is there a folder which you need to access regularly and you do not have the skills to create a Windows Shortcut on your desktop pointing to that folder?  Have you created a thesis, essay, novel or document template which you need to access on a regular basis?  Are there web sites you would like to access quickly but you don’t necessarily want to launch your preferred web browser to get there?

These are all very typical examples of situations for which Shortcuts can be used.  We are sure you can think of many others. Shortcuts allow you to:

· Create convenient keyboard access to folders stored on your computer (or perhaps an external source such as a USB flash drive or network source). 

· Instantly open Microsoft Word documents (again stored on your computer or externally). 

· Launch web pages within Firefox or Internet Explorer. 

· Save documents (or files) in the folders to which Shortcuts have been assigned. 

· Get instant access to folders when wishing to attach a document to an e-mail message.

J-Tools Contacts
J-Tools Contacts make it possible for you to create an e-mail message to a person from within any application or to select a person’s e-mail address quickly for placing into the “To”, “CC” or “BCC” field of a Microsoft Outlook e-mail message.  For example, you are writing a document within Microsoft Word and you remember that you need to e-mail Mary Smith to invite her to the party you are giving later in the week.  This can be easily done without launching Microsoft Outlook.

Extending the Microsoft Outlook Calendar Support

Our support for the Microsoft Outlook 2007 calendar has always been very well received.  Through J-Tools, JAWS describes the appointments and all day events in an easily understandable way, always places the appointments in a logical order for the day and allows you to place the details of the appointment into the JAWS Virtual Viewer including any notes associated with it.

We have extended the calendar support to Microsoft Outlook 2010.  In addition, the special functionality is now available in the week, work week and month calendar views, offering complete flexibility.

Twitter Usernames

A feature we introduced in version 2.0 of J-Tools was the ability to add aTwitter username to a list  of meaningful names for the Twitter client TWInbox.  This meant that you could associate a Twitter screen name which was difficult to remember (or type) with a more meaningful one and choose it from a convenient list when using it to send a Direct Message to someone or within a mention.  The Twitter substitute names can also be added to the JAWS dictionary if desired.

In this release of J-Tools, we have taken that concept a step further and made this facility available globally.  This means that you can use a Twitter client (such as Qwitter at www.qwitter-client.net), or indeed the Twitter web site, so as to use the more meaningful names when referring to Twitter anywhere!

Upgrading from a Previous Version of J-Tools

In order to use J-Tools version 4, you will need to purchase an upgrade to the product from a previous release.

Assuming that you are authorised to use J-Tools version 4, and if JAWS version 12 build 525 is installed onto the computer to host J-Tools technology, if you have not previously stored Text Notes, Twitter usernames or Bookmarks, just go ahead and install the new product, activating it when the computer is restarted.  Full details are given in the J-Tools User Guide should you require them.

If you have previously stored Text Notes, Twitter usernames or Bookmarks which you would like to use with J-Tools version 4, please follow these steps:

1. With J-Tools running in conjunction with an earlier build of JAWS (such as version 11); press the J-Tools key followed by the letter “H” to launch the J-Tools Hotkey Help.

2. Press the Down Arrow key until you reach the link entitled “J-Tools Utilities”.  Press Enter on this link.

3. Press the Down Arrow key until you reach the item entitled “To backup Text Notes, Twitter usernames and Bookmarks to Drive C please activate this link.”  Press Enter on this link.

4. You will be advised by JAWS that a backup of the items is being made and to not press any keys on the keyboard while the process is being carried out.  Very quickly after this announcement, you will be advised that the backup is complete.

5. Ensure JAWS version 12 is installed onto the computer to host J-Tools technology.

6. Install J-Tools version 4 and restart the computer when prompted.  

7. Activate the J-Tools product as you will have done for earlier releases.

8. When the J-Tools product is installed and activated, press the J-Tools key followed by the letter “H” to launch the J-Tools Hotkey Help.

9. Press the Down Arrow key until you reach the link entitled “J-Tools Utilities”.  Press Enter on this link.

10. Press the Down Arrow key until you reach the item entitled “To restore Text Notes, Shortcuts, Contacts, J-Clips, Twitter usernames and Bookmarks from Drive C please activate this link.”  Press Enter on this link.

11. You will be advised by JAWS that the items are being restored and to not press any keys on the keyboard while the process is being carried out.  Very quickly after this announcement, you will be advised that the restoration is complete.
